2024 scholarship applications will be accepted from February 1 to April 26, 2024. 

Finalists will be notified within one (1) week of submission deadline for additional material 
verification.

- Set to graduate in spring 2024 
- United States Citizen 

Award Amount:  $5,000 (one scholarship awarded annually) 

Essay/Video Submission: A written essay, no more than 1000 words on the topic: 

The impact and legacy of Justice Sandra Day O'Connor 

Community Service: Student participates in one or more extracurricular activity at their 
school or in the community (e.g. Scouts). Students will be required 
to provide details of their service and if selected as a finalist, 
provide contact information to confirm their hours/participation.  
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
